Rules for South Dakota American Legion
Press Association (SDALPA) Annual Newspaper Contest
(Approved by the SDALPA Membership at the Annual Luncheon 2007)
(100 Points Max Available)
1. Must contain in Heading.     (20 points max, 5 max per sub heading)
a. Post Name and Number.
b. American Legion Emblems for Legion, Auxiliary, and Sons if you have an Auxiliary or Squadron.
c. Date.
d. Volume number or Edition number.
2. Must contain in Body of Newspaper. (if you have emblems at top)    (15 points max)
a. As a minimum one American Legion Item.
b. As a minimum one Auxiliary Item.
c. As a minimum one SAL Item.
3. Print must be large enough to be read without a Magnifying Glass (standard typewriter pitch or 10, 11 or 12 font pitch size for computers, don’t shrink to fit text to fill page use another page).     (10 points max)
4. Should contain a monthly/quarterly schedule of events or important happenings for each unit.     (15 points max)
5. Pictures must have names of people and the event information.     (15 points max)
6. Overall eye appeal (if it catches the eye you have them hooked).     (25 points max)
7. Advertising is ok, but should not be the main reason for the paper.

8. Front and back sides of paper is ok.
9. No limit on amount of pages per issue. 
10. Cluttered and jam packed into single page should be avoided.  Please use more pages if needed.
11. A copy of your newsletter should be sent to the SDALPA President if possible.
12. A copy of your newsletter must be sent to the State HQ as a minimum.
13. If possible, please send a clean non-mailed random selection (4 minimum) of the present years newsletters in a large envelope to state HQ labeled “FOR CONTEST” to be used for the Annual Contest two weeks prior to the start of the Annual Summer State Convention or you may hand carry your package to the Annual SDALPA Luncheon.  No packages will be accepted after the luncheon for that years contest.
14. Regular sent newsletters to HQ will also be eligible for the SDALPA Annual Newspaper Contest. Please be aware that they will be judged in whatever shape they got to HQ. Please refer back last line.  
15. Newsletter publisher or Post must be a SDALPA member to be eligible for contest.

16. Contest runs from first day after the Annual Summer State Convention to the end of the Annual SDALPA Luncheon.
